Estate 
inspections

KHT recently held a two-day public 
exhibition to showcase the final 
masterplan for the regeneration at 
Wornington Green.  

The exhibition, which took place on  
Friday 13 and Saturday 14 November, was 
attended by almost 80 of our tenants and 
several members of Kensington and Chelsea 
Council. KHT discussed the final stages of  
the application process, and had the final 
images and plans on show. Tenants and local 
residents were able to view details of the 
phasing process and put questions to the 
KHT team, who were on hand throughout.
